3 Examples of “Biblical Parenting”

A. Isaac and Rebekah  - Genesis 25:28; 27:1-13

· The issue parents showing favoritism with kids in the middle
B. David  - 2 Samuel 15:1-14a; chap. 18; Psalm 3

· The issue A Father and Son Dispute never reconciled
C. Mary   - Mark 3:20-35  

· The issue A mom who didn’t understand her son.
The bible is so beautiful in that it doesn’t romanticize its “heroes” (though we often do).  The bible points out the brutal reality and shortcomings of its heroes, which in turn points us to God.

II. Our Foundation Is our   (Father).

By way of Covenants God exercises the foundation of all parenthood.  Scripture emphasizes the qualities of biblical parenting by pointing us to God.


A.  Protector, provider, and guide   (Deut. 1:31)

B. Compassionate and Comforting (Psa. 103:13; 68:5; Isa. 66:10-13)

C. Forgiving and Welcoming (Luke 15:11-32)

D. Disciplinarian (Prov. 3:11-12; Heb. 12:4-11)

E. Daddy  (Rom. 8:15; Gal. 4:6)

F. The Perfect Parent (Matt. 7:11)

Finish by reading bottom of pg. 3-5  “If so what was it?”  It was an under – Father not relying on his own strength, but instead through his failures pointing to the perfect Father to provide for his son’s need.
